1. What is the purpose of Family Life Education? Provide other purposes for family life education that are found in family science books.
	Family Life Education provides skills and knowledge to enrich individual and family life. Its main purpose is to help individuals and families learn about human growth, development, and behaviour in the family setting throughout the life cycle. According to Darling & Cassidy, there are any emerging definitions of family life education, in the year 1962 it was defined as any and all school experiences deliberately and consciously used by teachers in helping to develop the personalities of students to their fullest capacities as present and future family members- those capacities which equip the individual to solve most constructively the problems unique to his family role. From the year 1974, it was referred to as the study of individual roles and interpersonal relationships, family patterns and alternative lifestyles, emotional needs of individuals at all ages, and the physiological and sociological aspects of sexuality. The 80s defined it as building on the strengths of individuals to extend their knowledge of personality development, interpersonal relations, and the influence of environmental factors on behaviours. In 1995, the goal of family life education was to assist families and family members with their family roles and tasks through formalized educational programs as a means of improving family living and reducing family-related social problems. In the year 2011, the last year that was documented and stated that using information about healthy family development within a preventive, family systems perspective in order to teach knowledge and build skills so that individuals and families may function at their optimal levels. The internal dynamics of families refer to the interactions, relationships, and processes that occur within the family unit. These dynamics are influenced by various factors, including individual personalities, family roles, communication patterns, and external influences. Understanding these dynamics is crucial for promoting healthy family functioning and addressing issues that may arise. By understanding and addressing the internal dynamics of families, it is possible to enhance family functioning, promote individual well-being, and strengthen family bonds.
3. Human Growth and Development over the Life Span - the understanding of the developmental changes of individuals in families throughout the lifespan. Human growth and development over the lifespan involves a complex interplay of physical, cognitive, emotional, and social changes. These changes occur in a series of predictable stages, each characterized by specific developmental milestones and tasks. Understanding human growth and development across the lifespan allows for better support of individuals' needs and promotes optimal development and well-being throughout life.
4. Human Sexuality - the understanding of the psychological, physiological, and social aspects of sexual development throughout the lifespan, so as to achieve healthy sexual adjustments. Human sexuality encompasses the complex interplay of biological, psychological, social, and cultural factors that shape human sexual behavior, identity, and relationships. It includes aspects such as sexual orientation, gender identity, sexual behavior, and sexual health. Understanding human sexuality in its full complexity is crucial for promoting sexual health, well-being, and equality. This knowledge can empower individuals to make informed decisions, foster healthy relationships, and create inclusive communities.
5. Interpersonal Relationships - the understanding of the development and maintenance of interpersonal relationships. They are connections and interactions between two or more people. These relationships can range from casual acquaintances to intimate partnerships and play a vital role in emotional well-being and social functioning. By understanding the complexities of interpersonal relationships and actively working to build and maintain healthy connections, individuals can enhance their social well-being and lead more fulfilling lives.
6. Family Resource Management - the understanding of the decisions individuals and families make about developing and allocating resources. The methodology includes identifying needs, designing programs, implementing educational strategies, and evaluating outcomes. CFLEs have proven knowledge in the 10 Family Life Education content areas such as; Families and Individuals in Societal Contexts, Internal Dynamics of Families, Human Growth and Development Across the Lifespan, Human Sexuality, Interpersonal Relationships, Family Resource Management, Parent Education and Guidance, Family Law and Public Policy, Professional Ethics and Practice, Family Life Education Methodology. Families and Individuals in Societal Contexts refers to the understanding of families and their relationships to other institutions such as the educational, governmental, religious, health care, and occupational institutions in society. Internal Dynamics of Families deals with the understanding of family strengths and weaknesses and how family members relate to each other. Human Growth and Development Across the Lifespan is the understanding of the developmental changes (both typical and atypical) of individuals in families across the lifespan based on knowledge of physical, emotional, cognitive, social, moral, and personality aspects. Human Sexuality refers to the understanding of the physiological, psychological, and social aspects of sexual development across the lifespan, so as to achieve healthy sexual adjustment. Interpersonal Relationships is an understanding of the development and maintenance of interpersonal relationships. Family Life Education Methodology refers to an understanding of the general philosophy and broad principles of family life education in conjunction with the ability to plan, implement, and evaluate such educational programs. A Family Life Educator should include evaluation as a part of every Family Life Education program to be able to assess as the educator what needs to be improved or what should be continued, and/or what should not be continued based on each outcome. This is done according to Jacobs, 5 tiered approach, is to establish a basis on which the program is established, secondly account for the documentations, thirdly to clarify program processes, fourthly assessing the degree to which the program is meeting short-term goals/ objectives and finally check the program impact. 
Family practitioners and educators must be able to conduct a systematic evaluation of Family Life Education programs to enhance and clearly demonstrate a program’s educational effectiveness. With today’s focus on accountability and results in our work, program funders and administrators demand evidence of positive outcomes from their investment in family-strengthening programs. Knowledge about how to evaluate programs also strengthens leadership skills and opportunities in education and increases funding opportunities.
