This paper aims to explore Jack Mezirow's transformative learning theory and its application at Omega Graduate School, OGS, to demonstrate the effectiveness and importance of transformative learning in adult education. OGS's application of this theory and its unique approach to transformative learning sets it apart. OGS integrates various elements to facilitate personal growth, self-reflection, and expanded consciousness, offering a distinct and intriguing perspective on transformative learning. 
OGS recognizes that transformative learning extends beyond intellectual development. It embraces a holistic approach encompassing emotional, spiritual, and physical dimensions of growth. The curriculum includes mindfulness meditation, promoting self-awareness, and integrating mind, body, and spirit. In addition to these elements, OGS promotes a holistic, integrated, spiritual, and energetic approach to learning. This unique concept is integrated into various aspects of the curriculum, encouraging students to think beyond traditional boundaries and explore new perspectives.  According to Mezirow, transformative learning involves a disorienting dilemma, a situation or experience that challenges an individual's beliefs or worldview. This dilemma creates a sense of discomfort and prompts individuals to reflect on their assumptions critically and consider alternative perspectives (Mezirow & Taylor, 2009).
Through the transformative learning process, individuals may experience a profound shift in their understanding of themselves, others, and the world around them. This process is about acquiring knowledge, personal growth, and transformation. It is about challenging one's beliefs, questioning assumptions, and embracing new perspectives. This emphasis on personal growth can inspire and motivate the audience, especially students, to embrace transformative learning.
 One of the most significant adult learning types is communicative learning. This type of learning entails identifying problematic ideas, beliefs, values, and feelings, critically assessing their underlying assumptions, testing their justification through rational discourse, and striving for decisions through consensus building. Communicative learning is a critical component of transformative learning, as it encourages individuals to engage in open and honest communication, challenge their beliefs, and seek consensus. This type of learning is particularly effective in group settings, where individuals can learn from each other's perspectives and experiences.
Critical reflection is a cornerstone of transformative learning at OGS.  Students are encouraged to engage in reflective practices such as journaling, contemplation, and dialogue. Teachers play an essential role in fostering critical reflection. They must create a safe space for expressing different views. Moreover, university teachers need to know and understand which study methods are best suited to develop critical thinking skills and, thus, critical reflection in the subject they teach to try them out and replace inappropriate methods with more effective ones. This process, therefore, also requires teachers’ ability to reflect (Valdonė Indrašienė et al., 2023).  These practices enable students to critically examine their assumptions, beliefs, and experiences, fostering self-awareness and personal growth. It also challenges individuals' assumptions and biases by providing a window into the experiences and perspectives of others (Valdonė Indrašienė et al., 2023). It allows individuals to step outside of their worldview and consider alternative viewpoints. By empathizing with diverse perspectives, individuals become more open-minded, willing to question their assumptions, and more receptive to transformative learning.  Critical reflection is understood as the fusion of personal experience with new knowledge and study content, leading to a new understanding and a new sense of the meaning of oneself, one’s learning, studies, and phenomena in the broader environment (Valdonė Indrašienė et al., 2023). Critical reflection involves examining one's thoughts, actions, and beliefs profoundly and reflectively. It requires asking oneself difficult questions and challenging preconceived notions. By engaging in critical reflection, individuals can identify the barriers holding them back and find ways to overcome them.
One common barrier to personal growth is fear. Fear of failure, judgment, or fear of the unknown can prevent individuals from taking risks and pursuing their goals. Critical reflection allows individuals to confront these fears and explore the underlying reasons behind them. By understanding the root causes of their worries, individuals can develop strategies to overcome them and move forward. Another barrier to personal growth is a fixed mindset. A fixed mindset is the belief that one's abilities and intelligence are fixed traits that cannot be changed (Valdonė Indrašienė et al., 2023). This mindset limits individuals' potential and prevents them from seeking challenges or embracing growth opportunities. Critical reflection helps individuals recognize and challenge their fixed mindset. By adopting a growth mindset, which believes that abilities can be developed through effort and perseverance, individuals can open themselves up to new possibilities and experiences. It should be stressed here that the ‘critical’ in ‘critical reflection’ can be understood in two ways. First, critical thinking skills and attitudes (e.g., curiosity or reasonable doubt, intellectual stamina or perseverance, etc.) are essential in the reflection process. Second, the emphasis on critical reflection relates to issues involving the broader social context, relationships between various social groups, and value-based attitudes on fundamental social questions (Valdonė Indrašienė et al., 2023).
External influences can also act as barriers to personal growth. Societal norms, cultural expectations, and the opinions of others can sometimes discourage individuals from pursuing their true passions and aspirations. Critical reflection allows individuals to question these influences and evaluate whether they align with their values and goals. Individuals can chart their path toward personal growth by breaking free from societal expectations and embracing their authentic selves.
Critical reflection has a significant social impact as it encourages individuals and communities to question and challenge prevailing norms, systems, and structures. It prompts individuals to analyze social issues and inequalities critically. It encourages people to question societal norms, power dynamics, and systemic injustices. By critically reflecting on these issues, individuals can identify and challenge oppressive systems, advocate for marginalized communities, and work towards creating a more equitable and just society (Carmen et al., 2024).  OGS recognizes the importance of diverse perspectives and community engagement in transformative learning. Students are encouraged to engage in meaningful dialogues with peers, faculty, and community members. This helps students broaden their perspectives, challenge their assumptions, and develop empathy towards others. OGS promotes social and environmental justice as integral components of transformative learning. Reflecting on our world, we see that its marked inequality and precariousness are prominent characteristics. Inequality manifests as the first of these characteristics, while precariousness is the second (Carmen et al., 2024).  Students are encouraged to explore diversity, equity, and sustainability issues. Students develop a sense of social responsibility and a commitment to positive change through critical analysis and engagement with these topics. OGS recognizes the importance of diverse perspectives and community engagement in transformative learning. Students are encouraged to engage in meaningful dialogues with peers, faculty, and community members. This helps broaden their perspectives, challenge their assumptions, and develop empathy towards others. Students are encouraged to improve interpersonal communication and problem-solving skills and develop self-awareness, community connection, class and racial consciousness, and civic engagement (Castañeda, 2008). Including a community connection helps students understand and deconstruct course concepts within specific material and cultural conditions. More importantly, community partners can often build positive relationships with students and instructors and thus influence and impact college learners directly and subtly, expanding their engagement with colleges and universities (Castañeda, 2008). 
OGS views transformative learning as an ongoing, lifelong process. The institution supports students in cultivating a mindset of continuous learning and personal transformation beyond their time at graduate school. This includes providing resources, networks, and opportunities for alums to continue their growth and contribute to the larger community.
